A bar screen  is used  to separate  and evacuate  bulky  matters 
expelled  by  the  effluent  and  which  could  disturb  the  operation  of

 the  installation .  Coarse  material  larger  than  15mm  is  blocked  by

3 Installation

• The unit is installed outside of the building and sits perfectly 
level.
• It must  be  buried  outside  a place  where  vehicles  pass . Its 
cover  must  be  at  ground  level  and  remain  accessible  for 
maintenance. The bottom of the pit must be covered with 10 cm 
of sand . The  backfil  should  be done  with  sand  and  under  no 
circumstances with stone of gravel.
• The use of extension shafts is not recommended for easy 
cleaning of the system.

4 Maitenance

• The maintenance consists of eliminating the screening which 
 will  be  evacuated  with  the  household  waste .  This  can  be  done

 manually  with  a  shovel,  or  by  suction.

• Rince the device with clean water.
